HOW YOUR EXPRESSION NUMBERS COMPARE

Charlesand Tonnette, your Heart's Desire Compatibility is7 and 8

Charles and Tonnette, this combination indicates your relationship is most likely supported by other
numbers and influences in your chart, rather than the 7 and 8 found in thisarea.
