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Name Analyzer for People

There are many reasons you might want to analyze a name - perhaps you are
considering a name change or are expecting a child.

HOW TO READ THIS REPORT

No name is perfect. What you should look for are the specific strengths and talents you
hope will benefit the person receiving the name. Or conversely, you may want to avoid
traits you feel are particularly detrimental to your health and happiness. If the name you
are analyzing is for an unborn child, the report will only describe personality traits as
reflected in the name you choose. Although it will be an incomplete picture (since the
date of birth is unknown) it will still be a specific and detailed reading of the person
about to be born.

The full name at birth describes their Personality, Hearts Desire, and Expression. If the
child has already been born, use the Name Advisor to try a range of names. Once you
have narrowed your choices, you may want to follow up with a complete Personality
Profile. The Profile combines the name and date of birth, so it is considerably more
expansive and in-depth.

If you are considering a name change for yourself, the Name Advisor provides
opportunities to try several names and variations. However, choosing a new name is not
unlike buying a suit; it needs to fit. It is less important to find a name with a specific
quality than to find one that suits you and feels comfortable to the person you know
yourself to be.

HOW HIS NAME NUMBERS STACK UP

Many stories have been written about the good son versus the bad son (or,
rather, the obedient, responsible child versus the adventurous, wild child). He
has within him both sides in approximately equal measures.

The 7 seems mysterious and unusual. People know him as serious, studious, highly
independent and self-sufficient.

HOW HIS NAME NUMBERS STACK UP

His Expression number is 3, providing charisma, creativity, verbal skills, and a
natural ability to inspire and motivate others. This energy draws people in. Others
will find him entertaining, a talent that could find expression professionally. The
negative side of the 3 can be unfocused and irresponsible, with trouble
following through on projects or promises, so he may find it challenging not to
spread his energy and efforts with little to show for it. Fortunately, this somewhat
fickle and flighty number is teamed with his 7 Personality, pretty much its direct
opposite. Serious, inquisitive, spiritual, and philosophical, the studious 7 is the
ideal partner to anchor the 3.

HOW HIS NAME NUMBERS STACK UP

He has a 3 Expression, a 6 Heart's Desire, and a 6 Personality. All numbers
dividable by three are creative, so he will be strong in that area. He has a vivid
imagination, and as a child, will easily become lost in a fantasy world. All
children do this, of course, but he will find it more confusing, intense, and at
times difficult to separate reality from fantasy -- more so than others do. It may
take time before he is able to differentiate between the two realms, and some
of that uncertainty may stay with him for the course of his life.

On the positive side, his ability to see beyond the ordinary could be employed in
a profession requiring imagination and originality. Writing, poetry, acting,
dancing, performing arts, journalism, and other careers in the field of
communication belong to the domain of the 3. He will rely heavily on his verbal
skills in both his professional and personal life; however, be aware that the
negative influence of the 3 can be somewhat superficial and irresponsible.

Taking into consideration that his Personality
number is also a 6, chances are he could be successful in any of the design and
artistic professions, although he has a number of other fields to choose from as
well. The 6 is the most loving and compassionate of all numbers, so psychology,
psychiatry, social work, education, medicine, and other careers that focus
primarily on helping others could be a good fit.

HIS HEART'S DESIRE IS 7

He has a natural gift for analysis and research. Once he has grasped the
essence of a subject, his creativity and abstract approach lifts his thinking
beyond the rudimentary to the philosophical. He has a conceptual mind, but
rather than indulge in fantasies or speculation, he prefers to base his theories
upon scientific fact. He enjoys mental and physical puzzles - taking them apatrt,
sorting them out, and putting them back together.

If he can stay
focused and disciplined (his challenge), these qualities will almost always ensure
his success.

HOW HIS NAME NUMBERS STACK UP

When the serious, studious 7 hooks up with the happy-go-lucky 3, maintaining
focus and direction can become a challenge. It will be easy to detour from his
path when something attracts his attention. Since 7 is his Heart's Desire, he has
an innate yearning to learn and acquire knowledge and insight. On the surface,
and in the eyes of those who do not know him well, he may appear to be
lacking direction and even seem somewhat superficial.

He has the ability to bring true fulfillment to his life, a potential that is particularly
strong in the 3 and 7 combination. Although it generally occurs later in life,

Many entrepreneurs are
born with a 1 Expression, but if the 7 Heart's Desire has anything to say, financial
success will never be his main motivation. Everything is subject to his desire to do
something unique, and with ethical and/or spiritual values.

He may find himself a bit of an outsider in his personal life, even in his own family
and community (the 7 Heart's Desire often makes for the proverbial lone wolf).
This can be difficult while growing up, when peer-pressure could make him feel
vulnerable. As he matures, he begins to realize that fitting in is overrated, and his
happiness is not threatened by a lack of understanding or acceptance from
those around him. He takes the road less travelled because that is where he
belongs.

He will prefer to collaborate with a person who is also a little different or
eccentric, someone who stands out in some way.

HE HAS A 5 EXPRESSION

A man with a 5 Expression is a free spirit who loves change, adventure, and
excitement. As a bird needs to fly, he cannot exist without it. Freedom is the
nucleus around which his life revolves; if he uses it responsibly, he will be able to
explore and develop all of his varied talents.

His determination, efficiency,
and dependability make him the foundation of any enterprise.

He aspires to be a strong, dependable support for others. Work is central to his
life and, if not mindful, he can easily become a workaholic. He is highly
energetic and able to accomplish a great deal.

He needs and desires love, but is not particularly demonstrative; his rigid nature



can keep him from expressing his true feelings. To form a deep, intimate
relationship, he will need to practice displaying his emotions.

He enjoys family life and makes a good parent, however his need for discipline
and order can go too far in his personal life. This can make his children or spouse
feel repressed. The 4 values structure more than freedom, which he tends to
interpret as chaos. It is important that he remember others may not share his
need for well-defined systems (1 in fact, they may feel deeply inhibited by them.
Flexibility is the key to creating a balanced, harmonious environment for his
family (and his own life).

HIS PERSONALITY ISA 1

The powerful 1 radiates a dynamic and efficient energy. Others view him as
controlled and capable, and sense he will not be pushed around. He values
courage and effort in the face of difficulty. He is a pioneer, with his own way of
doing things. A risk-taker, original, highly creative, bold, and ambitious, he should
be wary of becoming overly aggressive or unreceptive. He can intimidate
people if he does not soften his manner - an open attitude will invite others to
approach him with their thoughts and ideas.

HOW HIS NAME NUMBERS STACK UP

His core numbers are a 5 Expression, 4 Heart's Desire, and 1 Personality [ a
combination he may find challenging. The numbers 5 and 4 are like two people
who have nothing in common. His 5 Expression is all about freedom,
adaptability, and flexibility. It desires change and adventure, dislikes routine,
and is easily bored. It carries a dynamic and often chaotic energy that is averse
to being constrained. (His Expression is the number that most reflects his talents
and abilities, particularly in his productive life and vocation.) An ideal career
would give him plenty of variety, space, and the opportunity to move around or
travel. But alas, his 4 Heart's Desire, the aspect that reveals what makes him
happy and determines his likes and dislikes, says otherwise. Where his 5
Expression is dynamic, quick-witted, adventurous, and adaptable, his 4 Heart's
Desire needs stability, predictability, control, and a home to feel safe in. The
contradiction between the conflicting traits is obvious. They will most likely clash
often, particularly during his early years.

Aside from his 5 Expression and 4 Heart's Desire, he has a 1 Personality. The 1
brings drive, ambition, leadership abilities, courage, independence, originality
and individuality into the picture. The Personality number doesn't carry as much
weight as the other numbers because it is more on the surface, rather than a
reflection of his deeper "inner” self.
